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Sweep/Door Bottom

1. Measure the width of the door on the butt face (the face where the hinge barrels are
visible). Cut the metalretainer to this size. Leave the gasketing long enough, on each
end, to extend out to contact the door frame. Peen the retainer so that the gasketing
cannot slide out of the aluminum retainer.

2. With the use of a self-closing mechanism, allow the door to close.

3. Place the sweep against the butt face of the door, lightly resting on the floor or on
the bevel of the threshold it will seal against.

4. Attach with the sheet metal screws provided, locating the screw in the center of the
slotted holes in the metal retainer. This permits room for adjustment later. Do not
tighten the screws until all gasketing is in place. (NOTE: some parts will have round
attachment holes due to the small size)

5. Tighten all the screws.

6. Operate the door several times to ensure the partis properly adjusted so as not to

inhibit the door from self-closing and latching.
